Elementary Dress Code - East Campus
Heritage Christian Academy is a uniformed school to ensure the neatness of its students and

to allow students from all economic backgrounds the freedom to be themselves apart from
the stress of competitive dress. Students are to be tidy, modest and well-groomed. Students
attending any school event or function must be appropriately dressed. Students are to wear
the school uniform at all times; parents will be informed by the principal or teacher if dress
other than the uniform is appropriate.

e Burgundy vest, cardigan or v-neck sweater embroidered with Heritage logo

e Burgundy microfiber fleece zippered pullover embroidered with Heritage logo

GIRLS 3% - 6"

e Navy uniform shorts, pants or skort

e Plaid jumper, skirt or skort

e White short- or long-sleeved Peter Pan blouse

e Burgundy, heather gray or white plain short or long-sleeved polo-style knit shirt

e Burgundy cardigan or v-neck sweater or vest embroidered with Heritage logo

. Burgundz/ microfiber fleece zippered pullover embroidered with Heritage logo

BOYSK -6

e Navy uniform shorts or pants

e White oxford cloth shirt

e Plain turtleneck or mock turtleneck in burgundy, heather gray or white

e Plain short- or long-sleeved polo-style knit shirt in burgundy, heather gray or white

e Burgundy cardigan sweater, v-neck sweater or vest embroidered with Heritage logo

e Burgundy microfiber fleece zippered pullover embroidered with Heritage logo

All plaid items and sweaters/vests/fleece pullovers must be purchased through Lands’ End.
All sweaters/vests/fleece pullovers must have the Heritage logo embroidered on them.

GENERAL ITEMS - Shorts and pants must be traditional uniform-style (no cargo pockets).
For grades 4 through 6, all pants and shorts should have belt loops and students must wear a
plain traditional belt with a buckle in black, brown or navy. Shorts (in navy or black) or
ankle-length leggings (in navy or white only) may be worn under jumpers and skirts. Skirts,
jumpers, skorts and shorts can be no shorter than 2 inches above the kneecap. Shorts are to
be worn no longer than at the top of the kneecap and no shorter than 2 inches above the
kneecap for both boys and girls. Students may wear embroidered HCA vests, sweaters or
fleece pullovers for warmth in the classroom; no jackets or coats can be worn in the
classroom and HCA sweatshirts/hoodies may only be worn on Spirit Days.

FOOTWEAR - Footwear should consist of regular dress shoes or athletic shoes appropriate
in design, color and condition to the total uniform. All shoes must be closed toe; sandals,
crocs and flip-flop-type shoes are not permissible. Socks are to be worn at all times. Socks,
tights, leggings or knee socks are to be solid white or navy. Leggings must be ankle-length
and worn with socks.



HAIR/JEWELRY - Students are to keep their hair neat, well-groomed, and in styles
appropriate to our school setting. There should be no bleaching or dyeing of hair for either
boys or girls. Boys’ hair should be above the eyebrows, off the collar and no longer than the
earlobe. Hair accessories are allowed for girls. Jewelry and hairstyles for girls should be
modest and tasteful. Only girls may have pierced earlobes; no other body piercing is allowed.

INFRACTIONS - The administration reserves the right to interpret the dress code to insure
appropriateness. It is the parents’ responsibility to insure their students are in compliance
with the dress code. Should a student be out of compliance, the parents will need to bring
appropriate clothing before the student may re-enter the classroom.

SPIRIT DAY - On Fridays, students may wear Heritage Christian Academy t-shirts or
sweatshirts, unless noted otherwise in school-wide communication. These items may also be
worn on specific field trips and we encourage the wearing of these items outside the
classroom settings. HCA sweatshirts and t-shirts will be offered for sale in the fall.

PICTURE DAY - Students must wear a maroon sweater or vest embroidered with the
school crest. Boys should wear a long-sleeved white top (polo, turtle or mock turtle) with
navy pants; girls should wear a plaid jumper with blouse or plaid or navy skirt with long-
sleeved white top (polo, turtle or mock turtle). Traditional or dark shoes are suggested for

Picture Day.
