For that
reason, all students who attend HCAwill be required to dress with cleanliness and modesty consistent with Biblical standards.
Extremes in all areas should be avoided.  Any clothing, jewelry, excessive makeup or other articles that by their nature distract
or disrupt the normal classroom procedure will not be permitted.

The conditions of this dress code will be in effect from arrival before the start of the school day until 30 minutes after dismissal
of classes unless announced otherwise.  Students participating in school sponsored activities (i.e. athletic contests, music
festivals, etc.) outside the regular school day will be expected to adhere to these standards as well.  This includes arrival and
departure atevents unless in an official team uniform.

 Logos:OnlyHCA logos or wording are allowed on garments. (Garments with old school name/acronym should not
be worn.)

 Belts:A belt must be worn ongarments with belt loops.
 Collared Shirts:All collared shirts may be left untucked throughout the week.They must be of appropriate size,

properly buttoned and must be longenough to avoid midriff or undergarments showing.All buttons except those
at the collar level must be buttoned.

 Dress shirts:Young menare required to tuck in shirts with a dress shirt type bottom.
 Sleeveless shirts:Not allowed
 Sweats, Pajamas, and Lycras:Not allowed
 Pants/Jeans:Pants/Jeans must be neat andappropriate(not too tight or baggy, frayed, contain holes or writing).

Pants must be worn at the natural waistline.Low rise fitting pants/jeans are not permitted.Jeans can only be
wornon approved Spirit Days.

 Shorts:Must come to the top of the knee when standing.No athletic shorts,includingdazzle cloth, mesh, fleece
orlycraare allowed.

 Skirts/Dresses:Must come to the top of the knee when standing.Only overlapping slits may extendabovethe
top of the knee.

 Shoes:Flip-flops, athletic style sandals andslippers are not allowed.Shoes must be worn at all times during the
day and must be fully laced.

 Socks:Youngmen are required to wear socks.
 Grooming:Make-up and nail polish must be tasteful.
 Hair:Young menmust have their hair cut and trimmed neatly above the collar and the bottom of the ears.Hair is

also to be cut or combed so that it is clearly above the eyebrows.  Sideburns must be trimmed neatly and cannot
extend below the bottom of the ears.Young men are expected to be clean-shaven at all times.Mustaches, if
worn, must be trimmed and cannot extend beyond the corners of the mouth.

 Earrings:Earrings are not allowed for young men.
 Hats:Not allowed
 PE Attire:Official school PE uniform is required.
